ARTICLE 1: Move that the Town vote to transfer from Free Cash the sum of $40.00 to Thomson West and the sum of $2,611.16 to Allied Waste; the sum of $157.00 to Professional Vehicle Corporation for the sum total of $2,808.16 for prior fiscal years unpaid bills.

ARTICLE 6: Move that the Town vote to transfer from the Accountant Wages line item 001-135-5110-000 the sum total of $6,432.00 to line item 001-135-5400 Accountant Expense for fourth quarter Franklin Regional Council of Governments Accountant services.

ARTICLE 7:  Move that the Town vote to transfer from Oct. 2005 Storm Damages line item 001-422-5800-206 the total sum of $11,360.00; the sum of $2,360 to line item 001-132-5400-000, Reserve Fund, the sum of $3,000 to line item 001-422-5420-000, Highway Fuel, the sum of $5,000 to line item 001-192-5810-000, Energy Contingency, the sum of $1,000 to line item 001-422-5430-000, Highway Maintenance Expense for grinding the Town brush pile; and transfer from the Solid Waste Fund the sum of $2,000 to line item 001-422-5430-000, Highway Maintenance Expense for grinding the Town’s brush pile, for the sum total of $13,360.00.

ARTICLE 8:  Move that the Town vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to petition the General Court for Special Legislation to establish a special reserve fund for payment of school construction debt, such reserve fund to be credited with the interest from School Building Assistance grant proceeds; provided, however, that the General Court may make clerical or editorial changes of form only to the bill, unless the Board of Selectmen approves amendments to the bill before enactment by the General Court; and provided further that the Board of Selectmen is hereby authorized to approve amendments which shall be within the scope of the general public objectives of this petition as follows:

Special Legislation reserving SBA interest income for payment of school reconstruction debt.

Section 1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of section 53 of chapter 44 of the General Laws or any other general or special law to the contrary, the Town of Sunderland shall establish a special reserve fund in the town treasury into which shall be deposited all income derived from investment of the proceeds of the School Building Assistance grant received from the Massachusetts School Building Authority as reimbursement for the Sunderland Elementary School reconstruction project.

Any income derived from the investment or reinvestment of the special fund, including income generated as of July 1, 2007, or thereafter, shall remain with and become part of the special reserve fund.  The town treasurer shall be the custodian of the special reserve fund and shall make an accounting thereof to each annual town meeting.  All amounts in the special reserve fund shall be applied solely to the payment of debt service associated with the Sunderland Elementary School reconstruction project for which bonds or notes were authorized and issued, in such amount as any special or annual town meeting may by majority vote determine in any given year.  Monies held in such special reserve fund may be invested pursuant to section 55 of said chapter 44 of the General Laws, provided, however, that notwithstanding any limitations on the maturity of investments under said section 55, any such investment may have a maturity not later than such date or dates as determined by the town treasurer as needed to pay such debt service.

Section 2.  This act shall take effect upon its passage.
