Plumbing Permits are required for the following:

· Back Flow Preventers (9-D) or equivalent

· Hot Water Heating Boilers

· Kitchen Sink, Dishwashers, Disposers

· Potable Water Connections to all Boilers

· Replacement Fixtures

· Replacement Hot Water Heaters, Electric, Oil, Gas or Solar

· Replacement Piping (soil, waste, water) include as fixture

· Sprinkler Heads over Oil Boilers, Furnaces, Water Heaters, etc.

· Storage Tanks
· Tankless Heaters
GAS PERMITS are required for the following:

· Gas Fuel Lines

· Piping between 1st and 2nd Stage Regulators

· Tests (all shall be $25.00)

PLUMBING & GAS FEES:

· $30.00 PER PERMIT (includes one fixture/appliance)

· $10.00 per ADDITIONAL FIXTURE/APPLIANCE
· Extra tests will be charged a $25.00 fee as a minimum inspection fee
COMMERCIAL FEES:

· 5,000 SQ.FT OR LESS:  $40.00 PER PERMIT 
· $10.00 EACH ADDITIONAL FIXTURE

· OVER 5,000 SQ.FT:  $100 PER PERMIT

· $10 Each Additional Fixture

WATER HEATER REPLACEMENT
· $40.00 PERMIT FEE  -  PLUMBING & GAS COMBINATION
· A Certificate of Insurance must be on file with this office.
· A current copy of Masters, Journeyman, Apprentice – Plumbing and/or Gasfitters, LP License, etc. when licenses are renewed every two years.

All Permits Applications shall be accompanied by a check made payable to the TOWN OF SUNDERLAND
· Permit fees will be DOUBLED when work is begun BEFORE permit applications are filed with this office.  
· Permit fees will be TRIPLED  if work is completed before a permit application is filed or if an inspection has been requested before filing permit.  
· An additional fee of $25.00 may be assessed when complaints are followed by the inspector.  Inspections that are not ready upon requesting an inspection will be charged a $30.00 re-inspection fee before a re-inspection will be conducted.
**The holder of a permit or his journeyman plumber shall be on the job for each inspection and/or make arrangements for the inspector to gain entry to the building.**
MASS. FUEL GAS/PLUMBING CODE CMR 2.04-7 “Covering of Work”
a) No drainage or plumbing system or part thereof, shall be covered until it has been inspected, tested and accepted as prescribed in 248 CMR.

b) If any building drainage or plumbing system or part thereof which is installed, altered or repaired is covered before being inspected, tested and approved as prescribed in 248 CMR, it shall be uncovered for inspection after notice to uncover the work has been issued to the responsible person by the Inspector of Plumbing.
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
